Graduates’ Book Grant Scheme

For the academic year 2008-09 the College makes a grant of 40% of the cost of books for academic use, up to a maximum grant of £80.  The grants are made at the end of the academic year for purchases made during that year.  Books included in the application must have been bought at the personal expense of the applicant between the last day of Trinity Full Term 2008 and the last day of Trinity Full Term 2009. In the case of graduates matriculating in Michaelmas 2008, the period is extended backwards to include books bought on the advice of their Supervisors before coming into residence.

Eligibility: students reading for higher degree or diploma courses of this University (including Admin., Foreign Service attendees, 2nd BMs and all Visiting Students) who are held liable for College fees.

Application forms are available from the Graduate Officer (Staircase 4) and in the MCR.  The form should be completed and signed by the applicant, then taken, together with the itemised receipted bills for all purchases, to the applicant’s Supervisor for counter-signing.  Bills will need to indicate the name of the purchaser and the title and cost of the book(s).  Ordinary till-roll receipts will not be acceptable.
Completed and counter-signed applications for a book grant, together with receipts, must be received by Friday of 9th Week of Trinity Term 2009. Applications received after that date will not be considered.  

Grants will be credited to Trinity Term’s Battels.
